Enclosure 1 to District 19, ACBL, Board Meeting Minutes, Monday, June 9, 2008, Penticton, BC


Section 2. At-Large Directors Elections:

            a. When more than one individual declares for an At-Large Board Position, the District Director of Elections shall run an election by mail ballot to unit board members in the involved units. The District Director of Elections shall obtain a listing of the involved unit board members as of 1 June from ACBL Headquarters.

            b. Filing for positions for three-year terms starting 1 January of the following year will open on announcement and close July 15th. Ballots will be mailed not later than August 15th and completed ballots postmarked not later than September 30th.

           c. Printed ballots, without identifying mark or marks, shall list all candidates’ names alphabetically. Instructions will explain how votes are counted, state the postmark deadlines and voters will be directed to rank their choice from first to last. If no candidate receives a majority on the first counting of the ballots, the candidate receiving the fewest votes will be dropped and ballots will be recounted with second choices on those ballots being counted as first choice. This procedure will be followed until one candidate receives a majority. Two return envelopes shall be supplied with each official ballot. The smaller of the two envelopes shall be used to seal the ballot once marked. The smaller envelope will be sealed in the larger envelope, which will be addressed and mailed to the District Director of Elections. On the back of the larger envelope the voter must sign his name and put his ACBL number. Failure to do so will make the ballot null and void and shall not be counted.

          d. Each involved unit’s vote will be weighted by the number of individuals in the unit as of 1 June compared to the number of individuals in other voting units and will be split proportionally as that unit’s board members voted.

          e. The time and place of opening and counting of ballots shall be stated in the directions sent to each voting board member. Such date shall not be less than 15 days nor more than 30 days after September 30th.

          f. At the time of counting, the sealed ballots shall be removed from their outer envelope and the inner unmarked envelope shall be opened and counted in the presence of the District Director of Elections and two (2) other District members of the ACBL. All three shall sign statements attesting to the outcome of the election.  Any other District members of the ACBL who wish may also be present. 

          g. If only one individual declares for an At-Large Board Position, the District Board at its first meeting of the year will certify that person as elected as well as certifying the results of any At-Large Election.


Section 3. Announcement of Results: Results of all elections or balloting on By-Law changes may be announced immediately following the counting of ballots.
