
District 19, ACBL, Board Meeting Minutes

Monday, November 9, 2009, Surrey, B.C.

1. President Tom Hansen called the meeting to order at 9:30 a.m.  He declared a quorum 

with the following members present: Cameron Doner, Tom Hansen, Carol Holcombe, Stuart Iedema, Donald Mamula, Marv Norden, Gay Parrish, William Rottmayer, David Schmidt, and Angela Taylor.  Dave Grubbs and Stephen Hosch were absent.  Also present were Dudley Brown, Secretary, Ralph Wilhelmi, Western Washington Board member at Large Elect, and for part of the meeting Matt Smith, ACBL Field Supervisor, and Matt Koltnow, District Tournament Coordinator.

2.  The agenda was accepted with the following additions to New Business:

      (15) Funding requests from a member of the Canadian Women’s Team and from its non-playing captain. The team represented Canada in the Women’s Team at the World Championships held in Sao Paulo, Brazil.

      (16) The possibility of an added sanction fee at Canadian tournaments to help the CBF defray expenses of teams and pairs representing Canada in WBF events.

3.  Taylor moved Doner seconded to accept the Victoria 2009 Board Meeting minutes as presented. Motion passed unanimously.

4.  An email letter from Margaret Pearce regarding the recent Penticton Regional was

reviewed and President Hansen will respond to it.

5. The following reports were received:

    a. Schmidt, Treasurer, presented the financial reports summarized below (all in U.S. dollars) and Taylor moved and Iedema seconded to accept them. Motion passed unanimously.

        (1) A Balance Sheet as of November 8, 2009, showing Assets of $149,788 and Liabilities of $31,192 and Equity of $118,596.
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      (2) DINO Profit and Loss Statement for January 1 through November 8, 2009, showing Total Income of $289,974 and Total Expenses of $237,977 and Net Gain of $51,997 of which $6,375 has been set aside to augment hospitality at the 2011 Seattle NABC.

      (3) DINO Profit and Loss Statement as of November 1, 2009, for the following three 2009 regionals:

$45,275 net gain

     b. Treasurer Schmidt also reported that the Penticton Regional Statements for 2007and 2008 have been reconciled to the best of his ability.

     c. Tournament Oversight Committee Chair Parrish led a discussion on the pros and cons of having regionals with prime events starting in the morning and afternoon with auxiliary events in the evening. Taylor moved and Doner seconded to authorize the Liaison to the next Vancouver Regional to schedule prime events in the morning and afternoon with auxiliary events in the evening. Motion passed with 5 yes votes, 1 no vote, and 4 abstentions.

      d. President Hansen requested that the Tournament Oversight Committee (TOC) make recommendations at the next Board meeting for 2012 and beyond for District regionals in Vancouver B.C, Victoria, and Nanaimo.

      e. National Board member Mamula made the following observations:

(1) It is now possible to average points for stratification or flighting in all pair events. 

(2) It will be necessary for the District to have separate Appellate and Disciplinary Chairmen 

who are not members of the District Board. Mamula moved and Parrish seconded to rescind the policy in Section 4, Chapter l, of the Policy Manual, which states, “The immediate District Past President will serve as the District Appeals Chairman.  Motion passed unanimously.

      f.  The Board discussed the DINO Tournament Gazette and Website. President Hansen requested that the Publications and Public Relations Committee consisting of Chairman Taylor, Grubbs, Doner, Parrish and Mamula make proposals on how to improve both. 

     g. Elections Chair Brown reported that Ralph Wilhelmi had been elected to the Board for 2010 through 2012 to represent Western Washington and that John Van Keuren was unopposed for the same term for Eastern Washington. The Board received information that the Seattle Unit and the Vancouver B.C. Unit Boards had reelected Tom Hansen and David Schmidt for the same three-year terms. Taylor moved and Iedema seconded to certify these elections. Motion passed unanimously.
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    h. Matt Smith, ACBL Field Supervisor, answered Board questions and stated that his estimates for table count at this and the Spokane 2010 Regional were 1000 tables for each.

    i. Matt Koltnow, District Tournament Coordinator, reported that there were no current sanctions for the Victoria 2011 Regional or any for the Puget Sound Regionals after 2011. Further he stated that the proposed date for the 2012 Vancouver B.C. Regional of 9-15 April 2012 had already been taken by Lethbridge. April 2-8 or the week ending Sunday April 29, 2012 are still available.

6. The following actions occurred under Unfinished Business:

     a. Schmidt, Doner, Brown and Parrish currently have signing authority on the U.S. Chase Bank account and Treasurer Schmidt had paper work completed to update signature cards for the Canadian bank accounts giving the same individuals signing authority.

      b. President Hansen designated Holcomb to receive and review bank statements for the U.S. Bank account starting in January 2010.

      c. Mamula presented DINO Board members with CD’s with the District Policy Manual and Tournament Handbook on it.

7. The following actions occurred under New Business:

    a. Doner moved and Iedema seconded to purchase a duplicating machine (approximate cost $4200).  Motion passed with 7 Yes votes, 1 No vote and 2 Abstentions. The President requested the TOC to present procedures for the use and rental of the duplicating machine.

    b. Taylor moved and Norden seconded to set entry fees for this Surrey Regional and for all 2010 District regionals at $13.50, currency of the country of the tournament. Motion passed with 9 Yes votes and l Abstention.

     c. Schmidt moved and Taylor seconded that conditions of contest for District regional KO events state that repeat matches would not be allowed until the final round and that this policy supersedes the policy stated in Paragraph 3, Section 9, Chapter 5 (Tournament Handbook) of the District Policy Manual. Motion passed with 9 Yes and 1 No vote. Doner recorded his No vote.

     d. Mamula moved and Norden seconded that for all Board motions where the vote is not unanimous, either for or against, the individual votes of all Board members shall be recorded in the minutes. This shall not apply to elections carried out by written, secret ballot. Motion failed with 3 Yes and 7 No votes.

      e. Mamula moved and Norden seconded that upon execution of any contract on behalf of District 19 copies of said contract shall be recorded and maintained by the District Secretary in an official file. Motion passed unanimously.
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       f. Mamula moved and Iedema seconded that annual District financial statements, as well as final District tournament and special event financial statements, shall be posted on the District website within 30 days of approval. Motion passed unanimously.

       g. TOC Chairman Parrish presented a proposal from PDI to have electronic scoring devices for D19 regionals. No action was taken to accept the proposal at this time.

       h. Mamula requested that District Conditions of Contest for regionals and special events be produced and kept on the District Website.

       i. Doner moved and Taylor seconded to grant Karen Cumpstone $750 to defray expenses of competing in the World Championships at Sao Paulo, Brazil. Motion passed with 6 Yes votes 1 No vote, and 2 Abstentions.

      j. Doner moved and Schmidt seconded not to award a grant to the non-playing captain of Karen Cumpstone’s team. Motion passed unanimously.

8. Angela Taylor was elected District President and David Schmidt was elected District Treasurer for 2010. Outgoing President Hansen and President Elect Taylor appointed Dudley Brown as District Secretary for 2010.

9. The 2010 Board meetings are set for 9:30 a.m. April 12th at Spokane and October 11th at Kennewick.

10. Their being no further business the President adjourned the meeting at 4:47 p.m.
