
District 19, ACBL, Board Meeting Minutes

Monday, April 12, 2010, Spokane Valley, WA

1.  President Angela Taylor called the meeting to order at 9:30 a.m.  She declared a quorum 

with the following members present: Cameron Doner, Tom Hansen, Carol Holcombe, Donald Mamula, Marv Norden, Gay Parrish, William Rottmayer, David Schmidt, Angela Taylor, John Van Keuren, and Ralph Wilhelmi. Also present were Dudley Brown, Secretary, Bill Sayer, Interim Seattle Unit District Board Member, and for part of the meeting Matt Smith, ACBL Field Supervisor, Matt Koltnow, District Tournament Coordinator, and Linda Mamula, Seattle Unit Board member.

2.  The agenda was accepted with the proviso that agenda items submitted by Mamula after publication of the Agenda would be considered at the end of the agenda.

3.  Wilhelmi moved and Hansen seconded to accept the Surrey 2009 Board Meeting minutes as presented. Motion passed unanimously.

4.  Dave Grubbs’ email resignation was reported.

5. The following reports were received:

    a. Schmidt, Treasurer, presented the financial reports summarized below (all in U.S. dollars) and Parrish moved and Sayer seconded to accept them. Motion passed unanimously.

        (1) A Balance Sheet as of December 31, 2009, showing Assets of $154,552 and Liabilities of $33,351 and Equity of $121,201.

        (2) Statement of Income and Expenses, January 1, 2009-December 31, 2009, showing Total Income of $355,130 and Total Expenses of $306,905 and Net Gain of $48,225.

        (3) DINO Profit & Loss Statement as of April 10, 2010, for the following 2009 regionals:

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     b. Treasurer Schmidt pointed out that considerable of the net gain in 2009 was due to changes in currency value and was not truly a gain and that if money needs to be transferred from the Canadian accounts to the US accounts, it would be a good time to do so shortly.

     c.  After the Tournament Administrator report by Brown, the President requested that he make a list of duties and responsibilities of the Tournament Administrator in the District Handbook that are obsolete or no longer being done.

      d. Mamula reported on actions taken by the National Board at its Reno meeting.

(1) If there are ties in District qualifiers for the NAOP, monitary awards will be split evenly

 between tying pairs.

(2) There is a change in the way special events can be run at the club level. Three months

are designated during which clubs can hold as many special games awarding extra points as they wish for the purpose designated for that particular month. During other months only one special game per sanctioned session may be held.

      e. Hansen gave the following Multi-Level Events report:

(1) The GNT District Finals will be at the Knights of Columbus in Everett May 15-16, 2010. 

(2) He is trying to arrange the District Finals of the NAOP at the December Tacoma

sectional. 

(3) After discussion on compensating third place District qualifiers for the NAOP,

Schmidt moved and Doner seconded to award third place pairs qualifying and going in each level of the NAOP an award of $250. Any third place pair replacing a first or second place pair going to the National Finals would receive the award for that place from ACBL and not additionally get the District award. Further a lower pair then becoming the third place pair would not get an award from the District. Motion passed unanimously.

f. By Laws Chairman Mamula stated he would be presenting suggested By Law changes

before the fall Board meeting.

g. The President appointed Marv Norden to be Chairman of the Communications and Public

Relations Committee.

h. Elections Chairman Brown stated that new three year terms for District Board positions

for Vancouver Island, B.C. at Large, and Alaska, for calendar years 2011-2013 were coming up. Notice of the filing period will be placed in the Daily Bulletin at this tournament and will be sent to involved unit presidents.

i. During Holcombe’s Intermediate/Newcomer report no action was taken to change I/N 

stratas from 0-199 to 0-299.
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j. The President requested that Board members appointments for the District Good Will 

Committee for 2010 be given to the new Committee Chairman Holcombe.

      k.   Matt Koltnow, District Tournament Coordinator, reported on what future regionals need sanctions. After discussion with the Board, he agreed to submit sanctions if he was assured that there were playing site contracts in place. 

      l.   Matt Smith, ACBL Area Field Supervisor, discussed the changes, which would occur with use of the Bridemate scoring devices and with a duplicating machine.

      m.  Board members were asked to give C, D, & E Standing List Chairman Rottmayer updates to the list.

n. No disciplinary or appeals were reported.

      o.   Norden moved and Schmidt seconded to rescind all provisions for compensation of the District Education Liaison in the District Policy Manual, to appoint someone from the Board to fill the position, and to send a thank you to outgoing Liaison Dee Berry with 16 free plays in appreciation for her years of service to the District. Motion passed unanimously. The President then appointed Holcombe to be the District Education Liaison.

      p.  Norden moved and Parrish seconded to discontinue having an ABA Liaison and to remove such references from the District Policy Manual. Motion passed unanimously

     q.   Schmidt moved and Hansen seconded to eliminate the position of District Charity Chairman and to remove references from the District Policy Manual. Motion passed unanimously.

6. The following actions occurred under Unfinished Business:

a. Schmidt reported that now that 2009 Financial reports have been approved, he would see 

them placed on the District website.

      b.  After discussion on the problem on moving the duplicating machine in and out of Canada it was agreed to leave the machine in Washington currently. Sayer moved and Norden seconded to currently make the duplicating machine available to U.S. sectionals for a rental fee of $60 per sectional. Motion passed unanimously.

c. Schmidt moved and Hansen seconded to cancel publication of the DINO Gazette and 
to authorize Schmidt to negotiate the cancellation of the contract with Goodwin Studios. All references to the DINO Gazette in the District Policy Manual will be deleted. Motion Passed Unanimously. 
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  d.  Parrish, Tournament Oversight Committee Chairman, recommended the following:

(1)  Alternating Victoria and Vancouver Regionals in April.

(2)  Placing an Eastern Washington or South Sound Regional in late September or October.

(3)  Placing a regional 15-21 October 2012 in South Sound.

7. The following actions occurred under New Business:

         a.  Parrish moved and Norden seconded to establish a week in 2010 and 2011 

for clubs to be able to hold an NABC Promo game to benefit the Seattle NABC. Motion passed unanimously.

          b. Schmidt moved and Wilhelmi seconded to cease setting aside a reserve from each 

regional for the 2011 NABC due to pending tax increases and to defer any decision on distribution of the existing reserve until the impact of current economic conditions is known. Motion passed unanimously with the exception that Sayer recorded his abstention.

c. No action was taken on PDI’s proposal to supply Bridgemates to District regionals 

pending clarification of some points in the proposal.

           d. The President asked Norden to oversee placing ads in the ACBL Bulletin in advance of the Lynnwood and Kennewick Regionals. Further he was asked to have the Communications and Public Relations Committee make a proposed schedule for ads to be placed in the ACBL Bulletin, such proposal to come before the next Board meeting.

           e. After a presentation by Linda Mamula, Hansen moved and Wilhelmi seconded to let Seattle Unit use a District sanction for October 2011 to hold a Non Life Master (Under 500 master point) regional. Motion passed unanimously.

           f. It was agreed that reports from District officials or committee chairmen who do not attend Board meetings would be received by the secretary and emailed with the agenda for each meeting. 

           g. President Taylor reported the unacceptable terms given by the Empress Hotel Catering to run a concession stand at the Victoria Regional. The Board agreed that if acceptable agreement could not be reached to do without a concession stand.

8. The following actions occurred under Tournaments:

a. Jan Galenza was approved as Chairman for the Victoria 2011 Regional.

            b. Doner presented a first proposal from a casino resort in Richmond for the 2012 Vancouver area regional. He was given authority to get a final contract from them and to present it for review to Parrish, Contract Review Chairman.
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c.  Schmidt moved and Parrish seconded for the eastern Washington Board members to make a proposal at the next Board meeting for an eastern Washington regional October 14-20, 2013. Motion passed unanimously.


d.  Mamula moved and Schmidt seconded to rescind the rotation plan for the October regional in the District Policy Manual (Page BOD-l of the Regional Handbook section) but to retain a fall regional. (Priority week would remain the week ending the third weekend of October.) Motion passed unanimously.

             e. Schmidt moved and Sayer seconded to have Wilhelmi present a proposal for a South Sound Regional for 15-21 Oct 2012. Motion passed unanimously.

9. The next Board meeting is set for 9:30 a.m., October 11th at Kennewick.

10. Their being no further business the President adjourned the meeting at 5:55 p.m.
