
District 19, ACBL, Board Meeting Minutes

Monday, October 11, 2010, Kennewick, WA

1.  President Pro Tem Gay Parrish called the meeting to order at 9:30 a.m.  She declared a quorum with the following members present: Cameron Doner, Pat Dunn, Tom Hansen, Carol Holcombe, Donald Mamula, Gay Parrish, William Rottmayer, David Schmidt, John Van Keuren, and Ralph Wilhelmi. Also present were Dudley Brown, Secretary, and for part of the meeting Roger Putnam, Chief Tournament Director, and Marilyn Hesser, Tournament Chairperson. Marv Norden and Angela Taylor were absent.

2.  The agenda was accepted.

3.  Schmidt moved and Holcombe seconded to accept the Spokane 2010 Board Meeting minutes as presented. Motion passed unanimously.

4. The following reports were received:

    a. Schmidt, Treasurer, presented financial reports as of September 27, 2010, which are summarized below (all in U.S. dollars) and Van Keuren moved and Hansen seconded to accept them. Motion passed unanimously.

        (1) A Balance Sheet showing Assets of $200,883.07, Liabilities of $34,126.04, and Equity of $166,757.03.

        (2) A Profit and Loss Statement showing Total Income of $295,791.05, Total Expenses of $250,233.87, and Net Gain of $45,557.18.

        (3) A DINO Profit and Loss Statement for the following regionals:

     b. Treasurer Schmidt reported that the yearly report for non-profit organizations had been filed with the IRS. Mamula pointed out that it would be necessary to file a report on bank accounts in a foreign country (Canada) with the IRS.
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c. Tournament Administrator Brown reviewed the Tournament Administrator’s duties and 

 made recommendations for change. 

(1) Hansen moved and Schmidt seconded to accept the recommendation to delete requirements for the TA to use the two forms and to redesign them to be sample forms for the Tournament Liaisons to use if desired.  The Board then discussed the budget and financial reporting forms and Parrish appointed a committee of Schmidt, Matt Smith, and Brown to redesign them to match the Treasurer’s financial reports. The presentation and explanation of the new forms will be an action item at the Board’s next meeting.

(2) Rottmayer moved and Wilhelmi seconded to remove the section in the District Policy Manual charging the TA to be responsible for professional marketing of District Tournaments and to place the responsibility with the Communications and Public Relations Committee.  Motion passed unanimously except for one abstention.
d. Mamula reported the following actions taken or pending by the National Board at its New 

Orleans meeting:

(1) It is recommended to use a round robin format at tournaments for Swiss Team events with 4 to 9 teams.

(2) Sectional sanction applications may be submitted well in advance but sanctions will be issued one year in advance for sectional tournaments and three years in advance for regional tournaments.

(3) Districts are allocated 4 regionals plus any permanently allowed ones. (Which in the District’s case would be the Alaska Regional.)  In addition tournaments may be declared permanent if they maintain 3,000 tables. If the Penticton Regional remains over 3,000 tables it will be a permanent regional and the District would still have an allocation of 4 other regular regionals. 

(4) Effective in 2011 per diem rates for directors directing in Canadian tournaments will be geared to the local rate rather than the rate in Memphis.

e. Hansen, outgoing Multi-Level Events chairman, reported that the District Finals of the 

North American Pairs would be at Tacoma’s fall sectional and that no “Buy Ins” are allowed. The GNT club events started in September and the District Finals will be at the Vancouver Bridge Centre April 2-3, 2011. Dunn accepted the chairmanship of the committee. 

f. Mamula presented proposed By Law changes and got Board opinion on what changes to

 make and will present finalized proposed changes before the Victoria meeting.
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g. Elections Chairman Brown reported on the elections for Board Members for Alaska at 

Large, Vancouver Island at Large, and British Columbia at Large. Schmidt moved and Dunn seconded to ratify the election of Carol Holcombe for the Alaska at Large position and Vivian Thickett for the Vancouver Island at Large position. Motion passed unanimously. Hansen moved and Wilhelmi seconded to appoint Marv Norden for the B.C. at Large position. Motion passed unanimously. 

6. The following actions occurred under Unfinished Business:

a. Parrish stated that Matt Koltnow is submitting regional sanction applications when given 

needed information and is assured playing site contracts are in place.

b. Schmidt reported that contract with Goodwin Studios for the publication of the DINO

 Gazette had been amicably cancelled. 

c. Wilhelmi discussed a proposal for a regional in 2012 in Olympia and received guidance

 for pursuing an acceptable contract.

d. Rottmayer and Van Keuren presented proposals for an October 14-20, 2013 regional. Both 

proposals seemed reasonable and Rottmayer and Van Keuren were asked to get finalized proposals for the next meeting with the idea that one could be that date and the other might be approved for 2015.

e. Doner moved and Hansen seconded that funds in the NABC Reserve be transferred 
to the District 19 General Fund following the spring 2011 meeting 4 April 2011 unless the NABC Committee provide budget information to the District Board showing a clear need for funding. Motion passed unanimously.

f. Mamula moved and Doner seconded a $5,000 advertising budget thru June 2011 for 
advertisements in the ACBL Bulletin. Motion passed with 8 yes vote, l no vote, and 1 abstention.

g. Parrish reported on the Victoria Regional Committee’s request to fund the concession 

stand at the Victoria Regional from hospitality funds. The consensus of the Board was that the committee could do this but that the contract should assure that if guarantees were not met that the District would get merchandise for any short fall in the guarantee that had to be paid for.

h. Schmidt moved and Hansen seconded to delete the January priority weekend from
the District Policy Manual. Motion passed unanimously. 
7. The following actions occurred under New Business:

    a. Doner moved and Schmidt seconded to allow the Penticton 2011 Regional to hold a    morning/afternoon senior knockout at the normal starting times for morning and afternoon events.  Motion passed with 9 yes and 1 no vote.
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          b. Schmidt moved and Dunn seconded to change the Policy Manual to make it the discretion of each tournament chairman whether to hold a Good Will/IN Reception.

c. Doner discussed the desirability of having a District regional at sea and Mamula 

clarified that ACBL had currently stopped awarding such regionals to a district and that ACBL Headquarters would be responsible for running such regionals.

           d. Doner moved and Mamula seconded to go into a three-way deal with the Vancouver Bridge Centre and the Vancouver Unit to purchase a “Play Bridge” card dealing machine and to authorize furnishing one third of its cost.
           e. Parish agreed to solicit a proposal from John Gram to supply District 19 Regionals with Bridge Mates. 

      f.  Rottmayer moved and Mamula seconded to place on the advance agenda for the 
Victoria 2011 meeting the termination of the contract with Jude Goodwin to be the District Web Master. Motion passed unanimously.

      g. Wilhelmi moved and Dunn seconded to not change the current policy on when to 
have 24 or 26 boards in KO events. Motion failed with 4 Yes and 5 No votes. Doner moved and Van Keuren seconded to change the current policy to state that all KO rounds would be 26 boards. Motion fail with 4 Yes and 5 No votes. Doner moved and Rottmayer seconded that any KO event with any morning start time would have 24 boards for all sessions and that other KO events would have 26 boards per session. Policy to be effective immediately. Motion passed with 8 Yes and 2 No votes.

8. Gay Parrish was elected President for 2011, David Schmidt was elected Treasurer for 2011, and Dudley Brown was elected Secretary for 2011.

9. The Board set its 2011 meetings to be at 9:30 a.m., the Monday morning that the Victoria 2011 and Puget Sound 2011 regionals start. 

10. Their being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 4:20 p.m.
